Tour Itinerary 

 

09h00  / 13h00 - Depart from ICC 

Hop aboard the Ricksha Bus for a wonderfully relaxing way to see the city! Have a scenic overview of a 
range of Durban's major attractions. It is a double decker bus with the top part open and has ablution 
facilities available on the bottom deck. 
 
The journey starts from the ICC through the City Centre to the first stop at the City View Shopping 
Centre. City View Shopping Centre offers you a one-stop shopping experience that will exceed your 
every expectation. With over 75 stores to choose from, all conveniently situated on one level, City View is 
a great reason to celebrate shopping. 
 
The second stop will be at a view point called the Cube, which overlooks Durban.  Here, tourists can hop 
off the bus and view the beautiful city of Durban from above. The Cube in itself is also a tourist attraction 
as it has, on it, various paintings of the local artists depicting the different lifestyles and culture of the 
people of Durban and KZN. 
 
The Ricksha then leaves the Morningside area and heads towards the North where you see the Moses 
Mabhida Stadium and the Blue Lagoon, which is where the Umgeni River joins the Indian Ocean, before 
heading to the beachfront. Travelling along the North beach, you are able to see the Durban Country 
Club, Suncoast Casino and the beautiful North Beach Gardens. The journey continues to the South 
Beach to view the Ushaka Marine World and by travelling along Margaret Mncadi Road (formerly Victoria 
Embankment) you are able to get a good view of the harbour and its activities as well as the Durban Car 
Terminal. Still along this route you see some historical sites like the Vasco Da Gama Clock and the 
statue of Dick King, popularly known as the saver of Natal 
 
Route Highlights include: 
The Emmanuel Cathedral, the Victoria Street Market and the Juma Musjid Mosque  
City Hall,  Francis Farewell Square and the Kwa Muhle Museum  
City View Shopping  centre, The Cube on Innes Road,  Mitchell Park and Florida Road 
The Green Hub, Blue Lagoon, Moses Mabhida Stadium and the Suncoast Casino & Entertainment 
Centre.

There are two Ricksha Bus City Tours a day. Passengers to make their way to the corner of Walnut and 
Braam Fischer Roads, directly across from the ICC.
